IV. LEARNING OUTCOMES: 

Students will be expected to

1. Examine and analyze the more advanced sample sentences and passages provided in the textbook as indicative of the grammatical structures of French expression.    (GE 1, 2,6)

2. Practice and demonstrate at a level useful outside the classroom the spoken patterns of contemporary French, with references, when applicable, to the historical changes which have occurred in these patterns. (GE 1, 2, 5) Continue to explore French experience and cultural assumptions as they appear in the sample sentences and passages of the text. (GE 2, 3, 4, 5)

4. Demonstrate knowledge of the linguistic structures of French through the construction of more creative sentences in the language. (GE 4, 6)

V. ASSESSMENTS:

1. Regular written, reading, listening, and oral proficiency quizzes administered weekly. 

2. Small group in-class discussion using vocabulary from the target language whenever possible required on topics of geography and culture.

3. Periodic assessment of oral proficiency through interviews with the instructor and class in dialogue.

4. A multiple choice pre-test and post-test will be administered to indicate the entrance and exit level of students' knowledge of French grammar and culture as well as their ability to write coherently in French. Students should receive a 60 or better to show success.
