EVALUATION AND GRADING PROCEDURES

The final grade average for this course will be determined as follows.

Class/rehearsal attendance and participation

70% of final grade average

2)
Concert attendance and involvement


30% of final grade average

Class/rehearsal attendance and participation includes, but is not limited to, prompt arrival to rehearsal, materials ready for rehearsal, following instructions throughout rehearsal, staying the length of rehearsal, and, if possible, vocalized prior.  Building an effective choral setting requires more than just “being there”.  A letter grade (A, B, C, D, F) is earned for each class.

Concert attendance and involvement includes, but is not limited to, prompt arrival to the concert call time, materials ready for the concert, proper concert attire, performance throughout the concert, staying the length of the concert, and, if possible, vocalized prior.  A letter grade (A, B, C, D, F) is earned for each concert.  With one concert, it is worth the entire 30%; two, each is 15%; three, each is 10%, etc.

VII.
ATTENDANCE POLICY INFORMATION

1) Attendance at all classes/rehearsals is expected without question; being part of a choir and developing choral discipline requires commitment.

2) Absence from a class/rehearsal without prior notice of at least 24 hours, regardless, is considered unexcused.  One (1) such unexcused absence is permitted.  Two (2) unexcused absences default the overall class attendance and participation grade to  F.

3) Absence from a class/rehearsal with prior notice of at least 24 hours, with legitimate reason, is considered excused.  One (1) such excused absence is permitted. One (1)  college-approved necessitated absence is also permitted; any other college-sponsored activities requiring absence will be dealt with by the instructor on an individual basis.

4) Absence from a concert is to be avoided at all costs.  Concerts will be announced as far in advance as possible; work and family conflicts should be absolutely minimal.  Such conflicts will be dealt with by the instructor on an individual basis.  Failure to show for any concert without prior notice earns a grade of  F  for that concert.

5) In addition to the above, unexpected happenings, such as severe illness or family death, are excused unless deemed otherwise by the instructor; illness requires correspondence from the treating physician.

6) Two late arrivals/early departures (tardies) count per one absence.

7) Attendance guidelines as found in the current college catalog also apply.
