II. TEXT:

III. COURSE OVERVIEW:

The purpose of this course is to allow students to practice the craft of mass communication in a professional setting. It involves supervised activities in a radio or TV station, cable TV facility, advertising or public relations office, etc. for a minimum of 80 hours during the term. All work must be completed and a report of the student’s activities, certified by the supervisor, returned to the instructor by the last day of regular classes. The instructor should be contacted at least twice during the term, explaining the progress you have made and, in general, what you have learned from the experience.

A. Contrast and critique the field.

B. Distinguish between the various theories of the field.

C. Write materials that can be used in the media.

D. Exhibit a working knowledge of media math..

F. Produce materials for use in the newscasts.

V. ASSESSMENT

The student must work a minimum of 80 hours at their professional location during the term, being sure to complete all assignments before the last regular day of class. In addition, the student will contact the instructor twice during the term to convey what they are learning and to ask questions of the professor. If you have not contacted the instructor by the first day of the third week, it will be assumed you are withdrawing from the course.
