Includes an overview of history of early education, theoretical program models, different types of early childhood programs, community resources, professional organizations and contemporary trends and issues in programs for children birth through age eight. Field experience required. Two hours per week. F

In all Early Childhood Education syllabi and materials, the student will be referred to as the “candidate” based on the recommended terminology used by NAEYC (National Association for the Education of Young Children) Standards for Early Childhood Professional Preparation Programs.
