	Course Overview:

	
	Supervised clinical experience with a minimum of 15 clock hours in seminar and 90 clock hours in a clinical site approved by the Department (accredited agency, 3-star or Department approved site). Up to 45 hours may be completed in the student’s employment site with department approval. Focuses on the student’s demonstration of competencies that produce positive developmental outcomes for young children birth through age eight. This should be one of the last courses taken in the ECED program. (Prerequisite (s): ECED 1010, 2010, 2015, 2020, 2040, and 2130.)

In all Early Childhood Education syllabi and materials, the student will be referred to as the “candidate” based on the recommended terminology used by NAEYC (National Association for the Education of Young Children) Standards for Early Childhood Professional Preparation Programs.
