1. Safely load and unload the service handgun 

2. Safely clean and inspect the service handgun for function 

3. Demonstrate the safe manner to holster and draw the service handgun 

4. Demonstrate the safe manner of scanning 360 degrees prior to reholstering 

5. Demonstrate proficiency in the two safety checks, finger off trigger and muzzle in safe direction 

6. Demonstrate proficiency in speed and tactical handgun reloading 

7. Demonstrate proficiency in clearing stoppages and taking immediate action to 
clear a jammed or malfunctioning handgun 

8. Demonstrate ability to safely operate the handgun on the range, and demonstrate knowledge of street handgun handling techniques 

9. Demonstrate proficiency in using tactical cover and concealment 

10. Demonstrate proficiency in operating under reduced light conditions using appropriate techniques 

11. Demonstrate proficiency of at least 75% on a handgun marksmanship course on ranges from 3-25 yards, using various positions in various lighting conditions, on static and moving targets, using good decision making skills 

12. Demonstrate proficiency on moving target engagement with the handgun 

13. Demonstrate Proficiency on stress related decision-making on handgun stress course within time and accuracy 

14. Demonstrate proficiency on a variety of firearms courses, both timed and un-
timed, stress and no stress. This includes the police shotgun. 

15. Correctly answer multiple choice questions related to topical materials with no 
less than 75% of answers correct
