	This course is a one semester course that is a required for students whose Math ACT is below 13. Students must also register for MATH 0800. Upon initial placement, students will be administered a secondary diagnostic test (MyMathTest) during the first week of the semester to determine their course of study. Students completing all six units (either through diagnostically testing out, or successfully completing course work) will be ready for college level math and will not require MATH 0850. Students completing at least three competencies will receive a grade for MATH 0800 and then register for MATH 0850 to complete the rest of the required units. Students who do not complete three units will receive an F for the course and will be required to register for MATH 0700 and MATH 0800 again. However, they will not lose any of the work they have completed. They will simply pick up with the last completed module.
